Regardless that the state, according its possibilities helps the
enlargement of competitiveness, we should adjoin the international funds interested in certification of a certain
number of products which would make possible a better placement and better selling conditions in our and the
international market.

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THE REGISTRATION OF THE AGRICULTURAL HOUSEHOLDS ON THE
TERRITORY OF AUTONOMOUS PROVINCE (AP) OF VOJVODINA

A powerful incentive to the introduction of permanent and systematic farms records comes from the pro-
cess of joining the EU. The data about agricultural households is a precondition of the successful agrarian policy.
The lack of such kind of information results in making the spontaneous stimulating measures that did not give
the adequate results.

The Farm Registry has already recorded a significant number of all Serbian farms and is encouraging
farmers' participation by making it an eligibility criterion for receiving any kind of government support for agri-
culture.

Bearing this in mind, the objective of this study is to analyze the data of number and organizing forms of
the registered agricultural households on the territory of AP of Vojvodina.

The presented results can help the creation and implementation of the adequate agrarian policy - stimula-
tion measures that will recognize and preclude weak points in domestic agriculture with the aim to transform it
into a modern and a market oriented sector.
